➢ How will our existence be different in our resurrected bodies compared to 
our current bodies (1Cor. 15:35-57; Philippians 3:20-21; and Luke 24:39-

Easter 2017: “Consider Jesus” 
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What does it take to be made right with 

god? 

 
John 14:6(NIV)  6 Jesus said to him, “I am the way, and the truth, 
and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me.  
 

 

Consider Jesus: 

 

1. CONSIDER THE MINISTRY OF JESUS.   

 

Mark 2:15-17(NIV) 15 While Jesus was having dinner at Levi’s 
house, many tax collectors and sinners were eating with him and 
his disciples, for there were many who followed him. 16 When the 
teachers of the law who were Pharisees saw him eating with the 
sinners and tax collectors, they asked his disciples: “Why does he eat 
with tax collectors and sinners?” 17 On hearing this, Jesus said to 
them, “It is not the healthy who need a doctor, but the sick. I have 
not come to call the righteous, but sinners.”  
 
 

 

2. CONSIDER THE DEATH & RESURRECTION OF JESUS. 

 

Luke 23:34(NIV)   Jesus said, “Father, forgive them, for they do not 
know what they are doing.” 
 

Matthew 27:50-54(NIV) 50 And when Jesus had cried out again in 
a loud voice, he gave up his spirit. 51 At that moment the curtain of 
the temple was torn in two from top to bottom. The earth shook, the 
rocks split 52 and the tombs broke open. The bodies of many holy 
people who had died were raised to life. 53 They came out of the 
tombs after Jesus’ resurrection and went into the holy city and 
appeared to many people. 54 When the centurion and those with 
him who were guarding Jesus saw the earthquake and all that had 
happened, they were terrified, and exclaimed, “Surely he was the 
Son of God!”  
 
Matthew 17:22-23 (NIV) “The Son of Man is going to be delivered 
into the hands of men. 23 They will kill him, and on the third day he 
will be raised to life.” 
 
Acts 3:15 (NIV) You killed the author of life, but God raised him 
from the dead. We are witnesses of this. 
 

 

 

3. CONSIDER THE ETERNAL MESSAGE OF JESUS 

 

John 3:16-17(NLT) 16 “For this is how God loved the world: He 
gave his one and only Son, so that everyone who believes in him will 
not perish but have eternal life. 17 God sent his Son into the world 
not to judge the world, but to save the world through him.  
 
 

HOW ARE WE made right with god? 

Romans 3:22 (NLT) We are made right with God by placing our 
faith in Jesus Christ. And this is true for everyone who believes, no 
matter who we are.  



 
John 17:3 And this is the way to have eternal life—to know you, 
the only true God, and Jesus Christ, the one you sent to earth.
